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The Taize Community is an ecumenical 

Christian monastic order in Taize, France, 

founded in 1940.  The community has be-

come one of the world’s most important 

sites of different cultures and different 

Christian traditions. 

 

The Taize community has sought to demon-

strate this in the music and prayers, where 

songs are sung in many languages, and 

have included chants and icons from the 

Eastern Orthodox tradition. 

 

Thousands of people have traveled from 

around the world to the the Burgundy re-

gion of France to spend time with the com-

munity. 

 

The Taize community consists of Bible 

Study and small group discussions, as well 

as in prayer with the Brothers—a prayer 

composed of Scripture readings, silence, 

and the well-known Taize music. 

 

 

 

Through the Taize community’s ecumenical 

outlook, they are encouraged to live in the 

spirit of kindness, simplicity and reconcilia-

tion.  The music emphasizes simple phrases, 

usually lines from Psalms or other pieces of 

Scripture, repeated and sometimes also sun 

in canon.
