     Godly Play teaches elementary aged children the art of using religious lan-
guage—parable, sacred story, silence and liturgical action—helping them be-
come more fully aware of the mystery of God’s presence in their lives. 
      Godly Play is an approach of faith formation and spiritual direction for 
children that is rooted in the liturgical practice of the Christian faith.  It en-
courages the child’s journey of becoming aware of God’s presence and the 
acquisition of religious language.  Godly Play is inspired by Biblical storytel-
ling and the Montessori method of education, as interpreted by author, teacher 
and Episcopal priest, Jerome W. Berryman. 
     Godly Play is patterned after worship, with two teachers guiding each ses-
sion, making time for the children to enter the space and be greeted; to get 
ready for the presentation; to enter into a presentation based on a parable, sa-
cred story or liturgical action; to respond to the presentation through shared 

wondering; to respond to the presentation with their own work, 
either expressive art or with the lesson materials; to prepare and 
share a feast; to say goodbye and leave the space.

In his Inaugural Address, President Obama said, "le t clean waters flow."  With those words, he 
brought recognition to the suffering of 884 million people who do not have access to clean water and 
2.5 billion without adequate sanitation. 
Senators Durbin and Corker introduced S. 624, The Sena-
tor Paul Simon Water for the World Act of 2009, a biparti-
san bill to make clean water a reality. But with only five co-
sponsors, the bill isn’t getting the attention it needs for a 
hearing and further action by Senate leaders. It must have 
at least 20 cosponsors to move forward. 
Now is the time to follow through on Obama’s inaugu -
ral pledge to poor countries. Ask your sena-
tors, Benjamin Cardin and Barbara Mikulski, to cosp on-
sor S. 624 now:

The petition reads: 
Please cosponsor the Senator Paul Simon Water for the 
World Act of 2009 (S. 624), and help provide 100 million 
people with first-time, sustainable access to clean water 
and sanitation by 2015. 

Together, unclean water and poor sanitation are a leading 
cause of child mortality: an estimated 4,100 children die 
every day from diarrheal diseases spread through poor 
sanitation and hygiene. That such conditions continue to exist demonstrates a failure on the part of all 
nations to provide access to the most basic life-sustaining element: clean water. 
The Water for the World Act targets underdeveloped countries with focused initiatives to improve ac-
cess to clean water and sanitation; fosters global cooperation on research and development; provides 
technical assistance and capacity-building; provides seed money for the deployment of clean water 
and sanitation technologies; and strengthens the human infrastructure at USAID and the State Depart-
ment to implement clean water and sanitation programs. 
This bill will help establish the capacity and momentum we need to meet the Millennium Development 
Goal (MDG) on increasing access to water and sanitation by 2015. If those MDG targets are met, the 
benefits will include a total annual economic return of $22 billion for Africa in saved time, increased 
productivity and reduced health costs. And 203,000 fewer children will die in 2015 from lack of access 
to clean water and sanitation. 
Please ask your Senators to cosponsor the Water for  the World Act, and help build the capac-
ity necessary to end extreme poverty in developing countries:
