Economically, water is one of the smartest poverty- fighting investments we can make. My friend Ben and
I met with the World Bank and the Millennium Challenge Corporation (MCC) in Tanzania, and we saw how a
lack of good water infrastructure is holding back businesses. We talked to Prosper Mbarewoai of Allied Chemi-
cals, who estimated his detergent-production business is operating at only 60% capacity because he spends
anywhere from two hours to an entire day just getting water.
