Dear One Supporter, 
 
Countless small-scale farmers in Africa and across the developing 
world, most of them women, do back-breaking work every day,   
struggling to grow enough food to feed their families. Many of them 
don’t have access to fertilizer or improved seeds and, along with their 
children, are likely to spend their entire lives trapped in poverty. But 
as a ONE member, you are helping to write a much more hopeful 
ending to their story. 
 
This month, almost 50,000 ONE members sent a messag e to 
their senators, asking them to fully fund President  Obama’s    
request for $1.36 billion for global agricultural d evelopment  – 
literal seed money to help some of the world’s poorest people       
produce more food and eventually earn their way out of poverty. 
ONE staff and volunteers delivered those messages in face-to-face 
meetings just hours before the Senate took action on the State and 
Foreign Operations Appropriations bill, which contains not only agriculture funds, but also the funding 
for almost all of the anti-poverty and disease programs we support here at ONE. 
We didn’t get everything we wanted in the Senate, but we are seeing progress on agriculture and in 
other key areas, and I’m confident your voice was heard and made a difference.
