And He summoned the multitude with His disciples, and 

said to them, “If anyone wishes to come after Me, let him 

deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow Me.”  —Matthew 16:24-25

Then Jesus said to the disciples, "If any of you wants to be my follower, you must 

put aside your selfish ambition (deny self), shoulder your cross, and follow me. If 

you try to keep your life for yourself, you will lose it. But if you give up your life 

for me, you will find true life. 

 

The first step in biblical discipleship is to put away selfish ambition, and living 

for oneself.  In the kingdom of God everyone surrenders to the Lord’s will, and 

dies to self.  But we are too easily motivated to save our own lives; many come to 

God’s church with the idea of redeeming themselves.  It is why Jesus says in Mat-

thew 16 that we will lose our lives if we try to hold onto our life.  We belong to 

God and He redeems our lives through the blood of Jesus. 

 

Juan Carlos Ortiz, in his book Disciple, tells a story from the work of the church in Buenos 

Aires that illustrates the power of Matthew 16: 24-25.  As the work of the church prospered in 

Buenos Aires and the teachings on discipleship reached the hearts of the people many came 

forward with gifts.  In Argentina, inflation is so out of control that you don’t put money in 

banks; your money will only lose value in the bank.  Instead, a wise person buys something 

that will rise with the inflation.  Apartments and homes are the life savings of the people. 

 

Many faithful in the churches of Buenos Aires gave their apartments or homes to the church 

because it was all they had to give that had value.  Leaders from the churches met to decide 

what should be done with the gift of all these properties. Some spoke of selling the properties 

and using the proceeds to build churches.  The leaders prayed to discern the will of God in this 

matter.  After further prayer they decided to return everyone’s real estate.  The Lord wants his 

people in their houses enjoying and caring for them.  Remember, however, that your house and 

your life belong to the Lord.   

 

We are the Lord’s and ransomed from sin at great price.  To remain in the Kingdom of God we 

must daily lose our lives.  In order to remain in Jesus, we must lose everything and become 

Jesus.  As we move with God toward the future He places in our hearts growing opportunities 

to reach people seeking His love and doing acts of justice. Graceful Growing Together is a 

spiritual growth initiative that will be providing each of us with the opportunity to deny self 

and share resources for the growth of the Kingdom of God in Bethesda, MD.

 We have had a good year in 2000, however it has not been good for people inn other parts of the world, we must not 

forget THEM. 

 

 This year our Lenten Self Denial offering will have a twofold purpose. We will send it to Lutheran World Relief but by 

doing so we will be honoring our Christ Lutheran quilters.

It talks about the people of Azerbajian and Arme-

nia and tells us how grateful the refugees are for our gifts of quilts, health kits, etc. LWR delivered 1,300 tons, worth $ 10 million 

to that area. 

 

This does not reflect the deeds of kind-

ness which our ladies have shown to others throughout the year. They have special value of their own.
