CLC Council 
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The Council met on April 19 for its 

regular monthly meeting. Barry 

Lemley, Council president, opened 

by welcoming new member Moges 

Gebremedhin. June Bradley and 

Ingrid Dallaire joined Council last 

month.  

 

Pastor Marv reported on a recent meeting held with 

Bishop Theodore Schneider. Pastor Marv said he 

updated the bishop on CELC‘s development plans 

and other current activities and that the bishop was 

pleased with the church‘s plans. Schneider felt 

CELC was on a sound spiritual and financial basis, 

Pastor Marv said, and suggested some good partner-

ship ideas for our planned development, including 

with the new director of the Lutheran Home. The 

bishop offered to broker relationships with other po-

tential partners, as well. 

 

Council also heard several team reports covering fi-

nancial updates, mainte-

nance and grounds, admini-

stration and operations, and 

family ministry. Jennifer 

Tessneer reported that 

CELC staff recently met 

with the daycare teachers to 

present the curriculum the 

church has recommended, 

and their response was 

positive. Two Alpha 

classes for the teachers 

have begun – one in English and one in Spanish. 

 

Council approved Mark Woodward as one of 

CELC‘s four representatives on the daycare board. 

Mark replaces Maura Miller, who resigned from the 

daycare board for personal reasons. 

 

Ray Albright and Tim Bradley of the GGT Steering 

Committee reported on the latest developments with 

CELC‘s development plans and the Letter of Intent 

(LOI) to enter into a Joint Venture (JV) agreement 

with Bozzuto Development Company. The steering 

committee prepared a motion on the LOI to bring 

before Council for vote to approve an LOI for CELC 

to enter into the JV partnership for a residential com-

munity and coordinated facilities at the Bethesda 

property. The age-restricted language has been 

dropped from the LOI; it was there originally to get 

the potential bonus density (a fourth story), but as-

suming the present county rezoning plan goes 

through, the extra density would be approved with-

out the need for age restriction. 

 

Council discussed various options that will be avail-

able under the LOI for funds realized from the JV. 

The amounts and how soon they could be realized 

depend on a number of variables and details that 

have not yet been determined. Council discussed the 

issues involved in moving ahead on an accelerated 

timeline with all development and upgrade tasks be-

ing completed together in a 24-month timeframe 

rather than serially. It appears this ―parallel‖ model 

would have the most advantages. If this option is 

chosen, CELC would have to move some functions 

and services to other locations while the church 

building is being reha-

bilitated. Possible alter-

native locations and 

other logistical issues are 

being studied. At the cur-

rent time and subject to 

change, construction 

would begin in August 

2006. 

 

After discussion, Council 

approved the LOI. The 

next step will be a detailed JV agreement, which 

should be ready for Council consideration in June. 

 

Chee Kin Tang, CELC‘s treasurer, announced that 

he and his wife, Niina, are looking for another 

church with a more international flavor similar to 

what they experienced overseas. Barry thanked Chee 

Kin for his work and offered our support for his 

spiritual journey. Pastor Marv added his thanks and 

noted how much the church will miss Chee Kin and 

Niina. Pastor Marv added that we now need a new 

treasurer and asked for suggestions and prayers.

L ast weekend, Erica Sprague and I 

attended Acquire the Fire (AtF) 

with the teens in our youth ministry. AtF, 

a ministry of Teen Mania, is a weekend 

event designed to call teens into a 

stronger and closer relationship with Je-

sus and equip them to live out their faith 

each day. 

 

This year‘s theme was ―Keep it Real,‖ and the message 

throughout the entire weekend was that we need to keep 

our eyes, ears and hearts on the ultimate truth — Jesus. 

We live in a culture that bombards us with lies yet tell us 

it‘s reality. TV shows and movies depict casual sex as 

just ―something to do‖ with no consequences. Video 

games turn violence into an afternoon‘s 

entertainment. Magazines tell teen girls 

that their self worth depends on getting and 

keeping a man and teen guys that being a 

man means having lots of women, lots of 

toys, and lots of money.  

 

By his or her graduation from high school, the average 

teen has witnessed 200,000 sexual acts and 1 million acts 

of violence on TV. Is it any wonder that 48 percent of 

high school seniors are sexually active and that 90 per-

cent have viewed pornography online? The pornography 

statistic is especially sad because many kids stumble 

upon it while innocently trying to complete their home-

work. The lies are nearly impossible to avoid. 

 

Does this make you angry? It should. Because while all 

this is going on, our kids are hurting and afraid. Fear of 

violence in schools is 

now the leading worry 

of teens in public 

schools. Forty percent 

have experimented with 

self injury or ‗cutting,‘ 

when teens purposely 

scratch or cut their bod-

ies until they break the 

skin and bleed. And one out of 12 teens 

will attempt suicide this year. 

 

This is a generation in crisis. 

 

As if that wasn‘t bad enough, 91 percent 

of teens believe there is no absolute truth. 

Imagine how different this generation 

would be if each one of them knew the 

absolute truth that God loves them, that 

He has a perfect plan for their lives, and that real freedom 

— truly living life to the fullest — comes in a relation-

ship with Jesus. 

 

We have an awesome, loving God who longs for his peo-

ple to love Him back. He longs for young and old alike to 

reject the lies of the world and to be restored 

into a right relationship with Him. Jesus 

didn‘t come to Earth and die on the cross so 

that we would start a bunch of Christian 

clubs. He came to reach people, and His 

plan today is to do it through us, his disci-

ples. 

 

That means we can‘t duck when it comes to engaging in 

people‘s lives, to speaking the truth, to loving the unlov-

able, to serving without asking ―What will I get from 

this?‖ It means that no matter what spiritual gifts God has 

given us, He has asked all of us to reach out to people 

who are hurting, who are being held hostage by the lies of 

the world, who are living without knowing how much 

God loves them. 

 

At a private session for youth pastors and other youth 

ministry leaders, Ron 

Luce, founder of Teen Ma-

nia, said, ―If [youth lead-

ers] are the only ones who 

love teenagers, we will 

lose this generation.‖ 

Thankfully, I know youth 

leaders are not the only 

ones who love teens — the 

Ninety-one percent of teens believe there is 

no absolute truth.  
 

Imagine how different this generation would 

be if each one of them knew the 

absolute truth that God loves them.
