We are not protected by our good-
ness, but by the righteousness of Jesus
blood on a cross. Nothing, therefore, can
separate us from God and life evermore.

We are given the shield of faith to protect
us from afflictions and fears of every sort.
Jesus is our shield and protection in all
circumstances. Prayer is the best way to
access the shield of faith. Pray the Lord’s
Prayer four times a day just for starters.

Paul instructs us to put on the helmet of
salvation. The helmet not only protects our
mind and soul but declares our allegiance.
We belong to the company of Christ. The
helmet of salvation also protects our minds
from evil. Many of Satan's tricks are about
messing with our minds so that he can go on
to our hearts. We need to know that our
minds are vulnerable to the evil one, but can
be protected with the helmet of salvation.

Finally we are armed with the sword of
the Spirit, the word of God The sword is our
only offensive weapon! God uses His
word to expose sin and evil and making all
vulnerable to Himself and His justice. When
we commit our hearts, minds and  souls to
God we need to know that we will come up
against temptation, evil and the powers of
hatred that rule this world. We
don’t want to have any hatred or prejudice
against Arab people or followers of Islam.
They are not the Osama bin Laden’s of
this world.

CLC Mission Endowment Fund — Grant Awards — 2001

MEF Committee: Roy Milton, chairman; Tim Bradley, financial secretary;
Lois Fink, recording secretary; Maura Miller
The Mission Endowment Fund Committee received 16 applications for grants this year. Thirteen
were recommended to Council for funding at various levels, not necessarily at the level requested,
totaling $67,832. About 2/3 is for local and synod missions, in line with the guidance of the MEF
bylaw. Threg applications were not funded. These awards have been approved by Council and the
awards distributed.

1. Saint Michael’s Truth Evangelical Lutheran Church, Mitchellville, MD. Outreach and
evangelism program, designed around African culture to involve African-Americans in PG County.
$5,000.

2. Southeast Ministry, a ministry of Church of the Reformation (DC) and the Metro Synod of the
ELCA (Pr Wanda McNeil). Matching capitol improvements grant to expand AMEN (Anacostia
Men’s Employment Network), by renovation of newly acquired program site. $5,000.

3. Bunyoro Kitara Diocese, Uganda / Trinity Lutheran Seminary, Columbus, OH

(Ref. Beth Ann Lechtenberger Stone and TL Seminary Student Committee on Human Relations).
For the Bunyoro Kitara Diocese AIDS and Nutrition Education Project, to provide nutritional
support to an AIDS education project, and to children orphaned by AIDS. $5,000.

4. Action in Montgomery (AIM), an action group designed to promote social issues in Mont-
gomery County relevant to faith perspectives. Program expansion, by supporting leadership training.
$2,000.

5. Lutheran Social Services of the National Capitol Area.. Support of a summer camp for children
with AIDS. $10,000.

6. Gettysburg Lutheran Theological Seminary. Technology upgrades at the Lutheran Center for
Theology and Public Life, in DC: towards computer and related peripherals to enhance technology
at the Lutheran House of Studies. $3,000.

7. Mi Refugio, Guatemala, addresses physical, edutaional, medical, and spiritual needs of children
and families in the city dump, and in native Mayan villages near the Mi Refugio school.
Construction of the first two high school classrooms, materials only. $11,000.

8. ELCA Mission Partners/Founders. Part of down payment for land purchase, Joyful Servants
Lutheran Church, Tampa, to meet eligibility for additional support from the ELCA Mission
Investment Fund. $5,000.

9. Addis Ababa Evangelical Church Mekane Yesus, sister parish of Peace Lutheran Church (Rev.,
Richard Berry). Support for church outreach in a very difficult political and economic time. $5,000.

10/11. Bethany Evangelical Lutheran Church, Forestville, MD (Pr. Kathy Hlatshwayo).
a) Support of youth program and summer camp, joint with Epiphany Episcopal Church. $5,488.
b) Refurbish front of church building (new door, windows). $2,344.

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AN AMAZING LETTER OF THANKS TO CLC
RECEIVED FROM DIANE PITTS
On September 19th, 2001

Dear Pastor Marv and Members of the Christ Lutheran Church,

For those who may not know me, my name is Diane Pitts. My roommate is Jennie Farr. We are both members of the Christ
Lutheran Church as well as volunteer members of your neighbor, the Bethesda-Chevy Chase Rescue Squad (Rescue 1).

Last Tuesday, 11 September 2001, as you know our area was hit by a devastating act of terrorism when a commercial airplane
struck the Pentagon. The Rescue Squad responded on one of the initial assignments sending both EMS and Fire apparatus.
Rescue 1 transported dozens of injured people and assisted in the fire fighting efforts.

Jennie and I initially participated in the hours after the attack by manning the units remaining at our station. Later that same
night, we were transferred to the Pentagon to assist on the fire fighting efforts on the fire that was still out of control. I spent the
next 13 hours at the Pentagon. Jennie remained the rest of the day.

I was called back to duty for the nights of 13 September and 16 September. Jennie has been there for even more days and nights.
The work was exhausting, and the nights were long and cold as the temperature dropped each night.

Last Sunday, I attended the 9:15 service at Christ Lutheran and had mentioned to Pastor Marv that I would be going back to the
Pentagon that night. He made that announcement at the end of services and people asked me what they could do. I mentioned
that some home-cooked food would be a welcomed relief, especially for the personnel from my team who had been there from
the first day without a break!

Two people approached me saying that they would be bringing some food. I was happy for the chance to bring some form of
home to the chaos downtown. I was thinking that I’d be picking up two dishes, but when I got to the Rescue Squad at 5:30 p.m.,
I was overwhelmed by the amount of food that had been brought there from the members of our Church! It completely filled the
7-foot by 3-foot table in the Squad’s kitchen!

It took 8 of us to load up the food. We filled the back of the pick-up truck with our treasure and headed for the Pentagon just
after 6:00 p.m. It took about 2 hours to clear the security check points and set up to serve the food. Believe it or not, most of it
was still warm!

At first, only a few people had come by. Within 20 minutes, word got out. The military chaplains even ushered people our way!
What a hit that food was for all. Fire Department personnel, police and security, military, hospital personnel, just to name a few,
came away with a satisfying meal. Then, they came by the dozens! All were told by myself and Jennie that this wonderful
bounty came from Christ Lutheran Church!!!

The favorite and the first to go was the chili. We had LOTS of chili, but it still went fairly quickly. All preferred it served over
the steamed rice with shredded cheese on top. Other early winners were the lasagna, spaghetti, chicken casserole and beef stew.
The doctors and nurses snapped up the chicken over white sauce. The baked goods lasted until 4 a. m, just due to the sheer
number of baked goods brought. No one was disappointed as the food was graciously accepted and consumed!

I am not an official from those over-seeing this incident, but I wanted to extend my personal deep appreciation for your kindness
and love. Your contribution brightened the lives of a lot of people in the wake of this otherwise dark day and was nothing short

of a miracle.

Again, thank you for all your love, prayers and sustenance. It was very timely and GREATLY appreciated!
